Alternative methods of installation of under BS EN 15287-1

Under the new BS EN 15287 the horizontal distance for the connecting flue can be up to a maximum of

450mm provided:

- A Defra exempt appliance or an appliance, which is limited to burning authorised smokeless fuel only,

is installed.

- A calculation according to BS EN 13384-1 has indicated safe operation of the proposed configuration, and
the results of the calculation are left with the householder along with the appliance installation instructions.

- The chimney manufacturer appliance manufacturers agree in writing to the proposed configuration;
- The total length of single wall connecting flue pipe is not more than 1.5m;
- The appropriate distances to combustible materials from both the appliance and the connecting flue pipe

are maintained.
